Bathing was a traditional pastime for Sufis, and for Rami, in

various stories and poems, the bath served as a metaphor for

spiritual purification. Many scenes, therefore, were set within

bathhouses. Here Rim sits by himself in one of the two pools set
within the arched recess to cure a cold caused by "contact with the
vain people." Elsewhere, and with a certain amount of humor,
various bathhouse activities are depicted.

'his miniature is part of a sixteenth-century manuscript account of

the life and miracles of the poet and mystic known as Rami.

Riumi, Mystic and Poet

I'he sixteenth-century miniatures presented here concern the life
and miracles of Jalal al-Din Rami, called M&vlana (Our Master),
the most famous member of the Mevlevi order and greatest Sufi
mystic and poet. He was born in Balkh in 1207, but his family
emigrated after his father foresaw the Mongol conquest. They
eventually resettled in Konya, Turkey, then the capital of Anatolian

Rim (thus RamT), where the poet died on 17 December 1273.
